Teaching Procedures
I. Pre-reading Activities  

A. Warm-up activities
What do you think lies behind the gun violence in the American society?
What steps should we take to check the armed robberies in our society?
From students’ discussions, different conclusions can be drawn as follows:
1). As we all know, the gun violence has become a big problem for the American society to live with. There are many reasons for this problem. First, there is a loose gun control in this country. Almost every ordinary citizen has the right to own a gun. If anyone goes to extremes in his / her views about the society, a gun violence is more likely to occur. Second, drug taking is widespread in this society. According to an official survey, many American adults admit they have once touched some kind of drug. Gun violence usually has much to do with drug addiction. Third, …
Our list of reasons could go on, but the depths of the problem should draw more of our concern. To begin with, the time-honored racial discrimination has left its mark on the black people. What hurts the black most is the strong sense of superiority the white have been enjoying. Besides, too much weight has been attached to individuality in this society. Once one finds no way to realize his ambition, he often turns to desperate moves for escape from reality.  And above all, the wider and wider gap between the rich and the poor is producing a disastrous effect on the social order. The rich have more than enough to enjoy while the poor find no way to be in someone’s employ.

2). To our greater distress, the armed robberies have been on the rise in our society. To prevent the problem from getting worse, it is necessary for us to seek what has caused it. In my opinion, the wide spread of drug taking accounts for many of the robberies. The addicts’ growing hunger for drugs often forces them to go to extremes in their actions. In addition, the bigger and bigger gap between the rich and the poor throws some people off their balance of mind and even makes a few lose their reasons. And above all, undue importance has been given to the function of money.  

To curb the armed robberies, therefore, we must take adequate measures against the causes for the problem. In the first place, we must ruthlessly crack down on the crimes of drug trafficking, leaving no room for any kind of drug in our society. And meanwhile another chance should be offered to the addicts to stop taking drugs.  In the second, we should set up some organizations, such as social welfare services, to narrow the gap between the rich and the poor. And best of all, people should be educated to see money in its true colors and make money in a legal and moral way.

Meaning: His dark eyes were very bright; he moved his arms and legs suddenly as if they were connected to hidden wires.

Polish: v. 1). Make something smooth and shiny by rubbing

e.g.  He polished his new car every weekend. 他每个周末擦洗他的新车。

  2). Improve

e.g.  He spent much time polishing his articles before having it printed.  文章付印之前他花了许多时间来润色。

Attach to: fix something to something else

e.g.  Attach the handle to the box.  把这个把手装到箱子上。

     We attached a business card to the briefcase.  我们在小提箱上贴了一张名片。

5.  Lord, have mercy on me, a sinner. (para.19)

Meaning: I prayed to God to have a pity on me and help me even though I am not perfect.

Have mercy on: show kindness or pity towards somebody

e.g.  The seized solider appealed to his enemy to have mercy on him.  被俘的士兵乞求敌人的宽恕。

6. He asked me to come to the station and look through mug shot. (para.30)

A mug shot is a photograph of someone, especially a photograph of a criminal which has taken by police.

look though: look quickly in; examine or study carefully

e.g.  I’ll look though my notes but I don’t think I have a record of his name. 我会仔细看一下我的笔记，可我觉得我没有记下他的名字。

Look though your examination paper for any small mistakes before you hand it in.  交卷前，好好检查一下你的试卷，看看有没有小错。

Meaning: Those young men joined to form a kind of river, the river that is impossible to manage, and that is bit by bit damaging the ideas that are beyond value to us: our freedom to move about, the fruits of labor, our own lives and lives of people we have a high opinion of.

out of control: impossible to manage

e.g.  The fire is burning out of control.  火势已失去控制。

I’m dealing with customers all the time who have let their bills get out of control.  我一直在同那些债务已经失去控制的顾客打交道。

eat (away) at: damage or destroy something bit by bit

e.g.  The river is eating away at the bank.  这条河真慢慢侵蚀着河堤。

foundation: n. 1). The idea, law, or fact on which something is based

e.g.  My physics book is called Foundation of physics; it covers all the basic theories.  我的物理书名为《基础物理》，这本书涵盖了所有的基本理论。

3. Reading Skilll----- Reading between the lines
Reading between the lines means drawing understanding about the author's ideas from what is written and from what is not written. Writers don't always express all their thoughts openly, either as a matter of style, or because they assume we know and share their opinions-or because they aren't sure how to express themselves. 
    To draw inferences about the author's ideas we have to be very careful with what is advised. 

1) You have to make use of context clues, common sense and our knowledge of the world.
       2) Connect ideas and draw conclusion from the reading passage.
       3) Form and test what you have understood between the lines. The reading act is a two-way communication between the reader and the writer about understanding, forming ideas, testing your ideas during the reading of the passage, correcting or changing your own ideas and understanding and, finally, you are able to get what the writer is driving at or communicating.
