From our discussions, different conclusions can be drawn as follows:
 1) Generation gap refers to differences between two generations in their views on the world.   

   Some of the differences are as follows:

a) The older generation emphasizes devotion to society while the younger one thinks more  

  about the realization of personal value. 

b) The older generation sticks to its experience-based beliefs while the younger one clings to  

  radical ideas.

c) he older generation believes young people are too young to see through things whereas the 

  younger one thinks the elders’ ideas are too old to keep up with the flow of the times.

2) Generation gap maybe exists in every family. When we meet this problem, we can get some suggestions as follows:

     a) To show enough respect for your parents when you exchange your feelings with them.

b) To reason them into adjusting their fixed beliefs to more workable ideas on the topic 

   concerned. 
c) To achieve this, however, you have a long way to cover. Anyway, cling to your struggle; 

   you will surely find your home, full of both harmony and freedom, a place that your feet  

   may leave but your heart will never.

C. Key Words and Their Collocations 

1.  Disturb:  vt.   = interrupt
interrupt: to stop someone from continuing what they are saying or doing by suddenly speaking to them, making a noise etc.
disturb: to interrupt someone so that they cannot continuing what they are doing by asking a question, making a noise etc.

eg. Don’t interrupt—I haven’t finished yet.

4. disgust

Turn on: (turn sth on) to make the supply of water, gas etc start flowing from something by turning a handle or tap.

Turn off: (turn sth off) to stop the supply of water, gas etc from flowing  by turning a handle or tap as far as it will go.

Turn up: (turn sth up) to make a machine such as an oven, radio etc produce more heat, sound etc.

Turn down: (turn sth down) to make a machine such as an oven, radio etc produce less heat, sound etc.

B. Structure Analysis

The whole passage falls into 4 parts:

Part I (para.1-4): Direct conflicts between Sandy and her father over her favorite music.

Part II (para.5-7): Sandy took a shower and got ready to have her breakfast. (过渡段)

Part III (para.8-25): Sandy and her mother were in disagreement over several minor things, such as eating, teeth-brushing, dressing, and makeup. 

Part IV (para.26): As she hurried to the school bus, Sandy missed her brother at college, with whom she often shared her feelings. 

C. Difficult Sentences:
1）. It has a really powerful message. (para3)

Meaning: The music is really meaningful.

Message, here, refers to a lesson or moral contained in a story, a film, a piece of music or a speech.

The message of the story “A Busy Weekday Morning” is that there is a generation gap between the older and young.

2). At first, the water felt cold. (Para 5)

Meaning: At first, Sandy could feel that the water was cold

Here “feel” means “give a certain sensation”. When “feel” is used in this sense, the subject of “feel” is something.

The shower feels great.

My feet feel cold.

The clothes feel soft.

3). Sandy Finch, you’re too young to wear that much makeup. (para24)

Meaning: Sandy Finch, you’re not old enough to wear so much makeup.

Notice that the mother greeted her daughter by full name, which means the mother was very firm in her opinion and wanted to be sure to get her daughter’s full attention.

That: adv. (informal) so, to such a degree.

I didn’t know you cared that much.

I like him but not that much.

Compare with “this”: adv (informal) so; to this degree

You can’t have this much for breakfast.

I’ve never been out this late before.

Notice that some people think it is not very good English to use “that” and “this” as adverbs; instead of “that late” or “this late”, they say “ as late as that” or “ as late as this”. In modern spoken English, however, use of “this” and “that” as adverb is common and is considered more fluent.

3. Reading Skilll-----Finding out word meanings
Distinguishing between facts and Opinion.
The particular reading skill introduced for this unit is distinguishing between facts and opinions. It is crucial comprehension skill to tell the difference between facts on the one hand and writer’s opinions on the other.

Facts are statements that tell what really happened or what the case is, and they are usually based on direct evidence. Here we would look at some examples from passage A. 

The radio clicked on…. She looked at the clock; it was 6:15 A.M. (para1, passage A)

Opinions, on the other hand, are statements of belief, judgment or feeling. Opinions, of course, are often based on facts—but they also involved the writer’s personal interpretation of them. Also, some examples from passage A are: 

“NO, it isn’t really music. It’s weird. It is definitely horrible stuff. (Para2, passage A)
We understand that Sandy enjoys the music very much as it has a powerful message whereas according to her parents’ opinion it is no music at all.

Sometimes it isn’t easy to separate fact from opinion for different kinds of reasons.

    Believe me, all the girls at school wear makeup. (para. 25,passage A)

Here we are not sure whether all the girls wearing makeup is a fact or just a judgment from Sandy.

But anyway, it is very important to distinguish between facts and opinions in order to have a better understanding of what the reading passage means.
