From our discussions, different conclusions can be drawn as follows:
1. In recent years, the subject of great topical interest among young people is going abroad. Influenced by the partial publicity from some mass media, many people have formed an illusion that western countries are better than our country in every aspect. Thus they have fantasy over such developed countries as America. In their eyes, America is a paradise where they can pursue their life value and make their dream come true. Therefore, they go abroad by every possible means.
2. To be frank, attending school abroad has many positive aspects. In the first place, direct contact with a new culture enriches your life experience and broadens your outlook on the world. In the second, living in the foreign environment gives you a deep insight into the different ways of seeing things so that you can absorb nourishment from them. And above all, you can acquire more latest knowledge in science and technology, and get access to first-rate facilities. For all these advantages, it’s really worthwhile to go abroad for further studies.
3. Owing to the differences in social systems, beliefs, and values, people, once transplanted into a new culture, may suffer from the culture shock and can’t adapt themselves to the new environment. This can be best emphasized by the experience of Randy in the USA, a promising youth coming from Taiwan. Randy’s ambition is to do his college work in America, but when he entered one of the best USA universities, it was nothing like he thought. To be concrete, he could not communicate with his roommates, neither could he get used to the food and American way of being a student. Consequently, he felt homesick and even thought of giving up his study. 

4.  As a matter of fact, it is nothing strange for the new comers to go through these sufferings. To deal with these problems successfully, first of all, they must be mentally prepared, long before they leave home, for the problems they are likely to meet with in the new land. Besides, they must respond to the culture shock with positive action. When in the new culture, they will find all or most of the familiar signs at home removed from their daily life, thus suffering from anxiety and frustration, just like fish out of water. But as long as they make active adjustments to the new, they will shift into step with the flow of life there and finally become a part of it.
B. Background information

2. Writing skill----- Writing a paragraph of a general statement supported by reasons

General statement followed by explanations

It is very common for a paragraph to start with a general statement or a general point but there are different ways to develop the paragraph. From our earlier analysis we found that a general statement or point might be supported by some details, examples, a list of items and, this time, the general statement is supported by some reasons. It just depends on what the writer wants to express. For a general statement supported by details, the writer might wish to tell us some views about the general statement. For a general statement supported by examples, the writer might hope to convince us of the point that has been made. For a general statement supported by a list of items, the writer might want us to learn more about the general point. And for a general statement supported by reasons, the writer might feel there is a reason to let the readers know why it is as expressed in the general statement.
Typical sentences:

1) (Para. 8) General statement: Even though friends and family support the idea of going, it is difficult to say good-bye at this moment. 

Explanation: “It’s not easy to leave behind the people you love, especially a boyfriend. I cried at the departure and I cried on the plane too,” says Patricia Caglian. 

2) (Para. 9) General statement: Another moment of tension descends while students await the domestic flight that will take them to their temporary home in America. 

Explanation: From then on it’s everyone for himself. No one really knows how she/he will adapt to such new customs. Though most foreign students remain in California, some are sent to Texas, Arizona, Idaho, Oklahoma or Virginia.

4. Reading Skill-----Reading for the Key Idea in a Sentence
The particular reading skill introduced for this unit is reading for the key ideas in sentences. Although a sentence may give a great deal of information, it usually provides one key idea. Readers should learn to find the key idea in order to understand the meaning of a sentence clearly.
      The key idea of a sentence usually tells:
      a) what a person or an object is
      b) what a person or an object is doing 
      Look at the following example taken from Reading Passage A:

     American families, which host foreign students, are not paid, though they are allowed a small income tax deduction. (Para. 5, Reading Passage A, Unit 4)
     This sentence tells about American families. We know that American families are not paid. All the information about what kind of American families and under what condition they are not paid adds details. The details are helpful in completing the scene for the reader, and we need to rely on these details to make the key idea clearer. But the key idea, or the main thought, in this sentence is simply American families are not paid.

    In order to find the key idea of a sentence we have to:
      a) ask who or what the sentence is about. 
      b) ask what the person or object is doing, or what is happening to the person or object.
      c) learn to separate details from the key idea. Many words in a sentence describe things about the subject of the sentence and only add details around it. If we ask when, what kind, where, or why, we will find details. As a result it will be easier for us to see the key idea.

III. Post-reading Activities

A. Summary of the text

    Leaving for the U.S.A. is no ordinary flight experience for some foreign students planning to stay there for some time. Their purposes for going abroad vary, including a better command of English, the completion of high school and a better understanding of the American culture. These students may be faced with all kinds of difficulties. Finding a host family is the first challenge. But Gloria is an exception because she has made adequate preparation for that. Another big challenge is to cover various expenses. Students also have to learn to take care of themselves because they will no longer under the protection of their parents. 
Saying good-bye to their parents and friends may be an unusual experience for them because from the moment on they have really to rely on themselves. And they are not sure whether they can adapt themselves to the new culture. Two new problems facing them upon their arrival in America would involve getting used to the local food and getting over their homesickness. Some students find trouble adjusting to the schedule of their new family. Some students who are not fluent in English have to go to private lessons, with the result that their total costs might be increased.
