I. Pre-reading Activities  

A. Warm-up activities

b) watch & discussion
1). Are there any practices of questionable morality in our college life?

Summary: As shown in the video, it is damned hard for one to follow a road made up of principle and morality, especially when there is a conflict between one’s moral standards and one’s immediate or vital interests. As confirmed in the video, the question facing Charles is: he would proceed with his studies by selling out his principles of conduct or he would be expelled from the school by sticking to his integrity and loyalty. Sad to say, many people tend to choose the former over the latter under the excuse that if they didn’t do so, someone else would. The practices of questionable morality in college life can fall into three categories:
☆ The first category consists of bribes given to administrators of student records (学籍管理人) for better exam reports. An interesting example of such practice is provided by the story of a student who paid sums of money for an exam but ended up with Zhang’s hat on Li’s head. 

☆ The second category involves all kinds of cheating in examinations. 

☆The third category covers payments made for the approval of authority concerning the briber’s vital interests such as further education.

2). How to restore ethics in the business world?
Summary: Yes. Here we are, almost 95 percent of us by recent count, caught in a crisis of business ethics, some of us reaping a lot from it but most of us suffering from it. Some of the victims deeply involved in chain debts(三角债), some greatly distressed at the loss of every cent invested (血本无归), some trapped so frequently as to be indifferent to it (麻木不仁). The problem has come to a point where (到了······ 地步) steps must be taken to recover ethics in business.

The first focus should be on the separation of business from politics (商政分离). As long as business goes hand in hand with politics, there will be no basis for recovery of ethics in business. Glad to say, our Party has prohibited officials from holding any post in business. 

The second focus should be on uprooting the regional protectionism (根除地方保护主义). Such a protective net (保护伞), for instance, has thrown the present building market into a state of the good being mixed with the bad (鱼龙混杂).  

The bottom line in this matter is to cultivate a strong sense of fairness and honesty (培养强烈的公平与诚信意识) in the business world. 

B. Background information
1. Chrysler Corporation 
    The Chrysler Corporation, founded in 1924, used to be one of the three largest American automobile manufacturers whose brands include both passenger and commercial vehicles such as Chrysler, Jeep® and Dodge. The two other largest American automobile manufacturers are General Motors and Ford. 

In addition to auto making, Chrysler is also engaged in financial services, providing loan services (mostly) to car buyers. In 1998 it merged with Daimler-Benz AG (of Germany) (best known for its Mercedes-Benz brand name) to become part of the DaimlerChrysler Corporation, which is jointly owned by European, U.S. and other international investors. 

2. U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) 
    A U.S. government agency, whose mission is to protect investors and maintain the integrity of the securities markets. The Commission was set up by the U.S. Congress in 1933 in response to “Black Monday”, the Great Stock Market Crash in 1929. 

    Its purpose was to restore investor confidence in the U.S. capital markets by providing more structure and government oversight. It is based on the concept that all investors, whether large institutions or private individuals, should have access to certain basic facts about an investment prior to buying it. To achieve this, the SEC requires public companies to disclose meaningful financial and other information to the public, which provides a common pool of knowledge for all investors to use to judge for themselves if a company’s securities are a good investment. 

It is believed that only through the steady flow of timely, comprehensive and accurate information can people make sound investment decisions. At present the SEC is comprised of five presidentially-appointed Commissioners, four Divisions and 18 Offices, with a total of about 3,100 staff. 
3. The International Chamber of Commerce (ICC)
The aim of the International Chamber of Commerce (ICC), founded in 1919, is to serve world business by promoting trade and investment, open markets for goods and services, and the free flow of capital. 

Its activities cover a broad spectrum, from arbitration and dispute resolution to making the case for open trade and the market economy system, business self-regulation, fighting corruption or combating commercial crime. The ICC is made of a World Council (its governing body) and individual national committees and groups. Individual companies, corporations, professional associations as well as individuals can also join the ICC as individual members.

II. While-reading Activities

A. Fast reading and try to grasp the main idea of text
a. Topic: the overwhelming phenomenon of bribery in various forms
b. the main idea: Bribery in various forms is on the increase and has become a fact of commercial life. On the whole, the bribery can fall into three categories: for political purposes or to secure major contracts; to obtain quicker official approval of some projects; and to obtain help with the passage of a business deal. To ban bribery, ICC favors a code of conduct. However, the ICC members are of different opinions. The headache is still there to stay in business.

Part I (Para. 1-4): Bribery has become a common phenomenon in many countries.
Part II (Para. 5-8): Bribery falls into three main categories.

Charge is the most generic. It may refer to a crime, a dereliction of duty, a fault, etc.; more commonly it refers to moral delinquencies; as, to charge with dishonesty or falsehood.

    Students taking business courses are sometimes a little surprised to find that classes on business ethics have been included in their schedule. They often do not realize that bribery in various forms is on the increase in many countries and, in

some, has been a way of life for centuries.
Question: What can account for the students’ surprise when finding that classes on business
ethics have been included in their schedule?

Possible answer: 

         The students are innocent and inexperienced and they are still green.

c. Exercise
1. It is easy to talk about having high moral standards but, in practice, what would one really do in such a situation? Some time ago a British car manufacturer was accused of operating a fund to pay bribes, and of other questionable practices such as paying agents and purchasers an exaggerated commission, offering additional discounts, and making payments to numbered bank accounts in Switzerland. The company rejected these charges and they were later withdrawn. Nevertheless, at that time, there were people in the motor industry in Britain who were prepared to say in private: “Look, we’re in a very competitive business. Every year we’re selling more than a $ 1,000 million worth of cars abroad. If we spend a few million pounds to keep some of the buyers happy, who’s hurt? If we didn’t do it, someone else would.” (Para. 3, Passage A, Unit 6)

Question: What is implied in Paragraph 3, Reading passage A?
Possible answer: In a highly competitive business world, keeping high moral standards is something easier said than done, — bribery is inevitable.
2. In a well-known British newspaper, a writer argued recently that “industry is caught ina   

  web of bribery” and that everyone is “on the take”. This is probably an exaggeration. 

  However, today’s businessman, selling in overseas markets, will frequently meet
situations where it is difficult to square his business interests with his moral conscience.

Question: What does “business interests”imply?

Possible answer: “Business interests” here implies making profits.

III. Post-reading Activities
A. Summary of the text
Nowadays it is hard to deny the fact that bribery and other questionable payments are on the increase. Many international businessmen find it difficult to practice their own personal code of ethics (道德准则). For instance, sometimes during negotiations some government ministers will let it be known that a significant bribe will help avoid delays in procedure. It is easy to talk about having high moral standards but, in practice, what would one really do in such a situation? In the competitive world of business does a businessman pay or does he stick to his principles and risk the chance of facing multiple future difficulties? A number of years ago a British motor producer was willing to state, in private, that if they were not doing it then certainly somebody else would. In many countries the practice of bribery has been a normal course of conduct for hundreds of years and in others it appears that the incidence of giving bribes is on the increase. Of course bribery and other questionable practices come in many shapes and forms and can be achieved by  a variety of means ranging from overstated commissions to direct payments.

⑵ more ... than ... 引导比较状语从句表示“比……多；比……更加……或与其说……倒不如说……”的意思。
例如： 
① Many companies use computers more than they used to.

     许多公司比过去更多地使用电脑。 
② In some places bottled water costs more than a glass of beer.

    在有些地方瓶装水比一杯啤酒还贵。 
③ Don’t be too hard on him. He’s more cheated than stupid.

    别对他太苟刻了，与其说他愚蠢倒不如说他被欺骗了。 

⑶ more than + 名词 / 动词 / 从句形式表“远远；不只是,不仅仅是”的意思。

例如：

Yao Ming has more than just size; he also has great skill and speed and he is a team player. 

姚明不只是拥有身高，还有优秀的技术和队合作精神。
⑷ be more than (a little) + 形容词表“十分；非常“的意思。
例如:

 The store is more than happy to deliver goods to your home. 

        本商店很乐意为你送货上门。
㈡ no more ... than与no less than的结构
⑴ no more than从结构上来看有个变体形式是“not ... any more than”，表达的意思是“同……一样不……”，表达的是类比关系；句子在翻译时有两种方式：先译主句后译than引导的从句，“……不能……”，就如than从句中的“不能……一样”；或者先译than引导的从句后译主句“正如than从句中的……不能……”，所以，“……同样不能……”。需要注意的是than后面的句子为肯定形式，但要翻译成否定的意思。 

examples
① The heart is no more intelligent than the stomach, for they are both controlled by the  brain.

    心脏和胃一样都不具有智慧，因为他们都要受大脑控制。 
② Jack is no more diligent than John. 

      杰克不勤奋，约翰也不勤奋。

⑵ no less than表“不少于；多达”的意思。例如： 
e.g. ① This book has been translated into no less than 30 languages.

 此书已被翻译成多达30种语言。 

② The professor asked us to write the essay with no less than 800 words.

教授要求我们写一篇不少于800字的文章。 

㈢ nothing more than与nothing less than结构 
more than表示“不仅仅是……”，在其前面加上否定词nothing，则表示“只不过是……;不仅仅是”的意思。\

例如：There are always concerns that traditional dances performed in a theatre are nothing more than a spectacle.

人们总是认为传统的舞蹈只不过是很壮观而已。
