II. Difficult Points

Meaning: The search for truth is prevailing in Maine, and the same thing happens at the school in Connecticut.  
Please note that here “as” is used to compare situations (or sometimes actions) by saying that they are similar. For example:

B. Background information
1. American Education

Education has been greatly respected throughout the history of the United States. The distinctive feature of the American educational system is its “emphasis on education of the masses rather than on education of the intellectuals”. Most Americans appreciate the guiding principle that each citizen should receive the best education possible and everyone should get equal opportunity to receive at least some education. The number of people receiving complete is increasing. With social and industrial changes in recent years, many parents could not afford to provide as much training at home as in the extended family of the past. So schools are required to take up many of their duties, such as the training in good habits, social morale and direction of social and recreational activities, etc. Many children begin their school education at the age of six, most state schools offer 12 years of training, and children usually graduate from high school at the age of 18. The administration of teaching profession is complex. A teacher who is qualified in one state may not be qualified in another, as each state has its own arrangements for training teachers.
2. the Hyde School 
 In 1966, Joseph W. Gauld founded the first Hyde School in Bath, Maine in response to a system of education which he believed was failing its children because of conflicting priorities. His search for a new approach in education led to a program that valued attitude over aptitude, effort over ability, and character over talent. This emphasis creates a learning environment where students experience success with integrity, the kind of success that lasts a lifetime. 
Gauld established the Hyde curriculum, based upon Five Words, rather than five subjects: Courage, Integrity, Leadership, Curiosity, and Concern; and he incorporated them into every facet of the program.
The school cherishes the idea that educational reform must begin with the family. Actually, the Family Education Program is what makes the Hyde education unique. The school believes that parents are the primary teachers and the home is the primary classroom. This work with families for more than 35 years has led the school to a number of discoveries. 
One of Hyde's basic purposes is to develop character. This focus on character unleashes the deepest motivation in students' self-discovery. The school helps students answer three questions: 
Who am I?
Where am I going?
What do I need to do to get there?
  Relationships built upon honesty and concern can also be key to helping students. Hyde has created a new student role, where students, parents, and faculty are required to help others achieve their best. 
Today, there are four Hyde Schools, including inner-city models in New Haven, Connecticut and Washington DC, national programs for parents and teachers, and a number of established partnerships with public schools throughout the country.
3. New Haven
 Less than four centuries ago the area which is now New Haven was the home of a small tribe of Native Americans, the Quinnipiack, who built their villages around the harbor. They harvested seafood, hunted with bow and arrow for food and furs and grew maize (玉米), the staple of their diet. 
 On April 24, 1638, a company of five-hundred English Puritans led by the Reverend John Davenport and Theophilus Eaton, a wealthy London merchant, sailed into the harbor. They soon discovered that the Quinnipiacks and other local tribes were much distressed by raiding bands of Pequots and Mohawks from surrounding areas. It was for this reason that Momauguin, the sachem (酋长) of the Quinnipiacks, and other tribe members agreed to sell the tribe's land to the Puritans. In return, the settlers pledged to protect the natives and to allow them the use of the lands on the east side of the harbor. 
New Haven's founders not only hoped to create a Christian utopia, they also saw in New Haven's spacious harbor an opportunity to establish a commercial empire that would control Long Island Sound and possibly the coastline as far south as Delaware Bay. By 1640 a complete government had been established and the settlement, originally called Quinnipiac, was renamed New Haven. The town plan was based on a grid of nine squares. In accordance with old English custom, the central square, now the Green, was designated a public common. 
By the time the Revolutionary War began, New Haven had evolved from a colonial village into a growing town of about 3,500 that would contribute men, financial support and arms to the revolutionary cause.  New Haven's economy flourished during the Civil War era. The city's carriage industry became for many years one of the nation's largest. New Haven also produced rubber goods, clocks, beer, pianos and a wide range of other products. 
The city's population also surged after the Civil War. At the outbreak of the war, the population was 40,000; by the turn of the century it had grown to 108,000. Many of the new citizens had immigrated from abroad from such areas as Ireland, Italy, and Eastern Europe. By 1900, 28 percent of New Haven's population was foreign-born.

Question and answer technique  
   The passage looks like a report, which tries to explain some ideas, report some events and prove some conclusions. The relationship between the parts is best brought out by questions and answers. While reading the passage, the readers would naturally ask themselves some questions as a way of predicting what is to follow.
Question 1: What are the principles?

	The principles of the Hyde School: 

1) Teach students the merit of such values as truth, courage, integrity… and academic achievement naturally follows; 

2) The school advocates that they prepare kids for a way of life by cultivating a comprehensive set of principles that can affect all kids.(Paras. 1-2)


Question 2: Are the Hyde principles accepted by other schools? 
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	Failure in spreading the Hyde principles:
The first Hyde public school program opened in September 1992, which was suspended within months.        (  Para. 3)
	The Hyde School principles being appreciated:
The Hyde Foundation opened another program in a public high school in the suburbs of New Haven, Connecticut. And in Maine the quest for truth is also widespread.     (Paras. 4-11)


Question 3: What are the detailed principles or approaches advocated by the Hyde School? (paras12-16)
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Question 4: What are the beneficial results of the Hyde School’s principles?
— These principles are good or beneficial to the teachers as well as to the students.
B. Structure Analysis
The whole passage falls into 4 parts:

Part 1(para.1-2):  Paragraph 1 and Paragraph 2 tell us the principles of the Hyde School. 

Part 2 (para.3-11): How the Hyde School principles were appreciated and accepted by another public schools.

Part 3 (para. 12-16): What are the detailed principles or approaches advocated by Hyde School

Part 4(para. 17-20): Whether these principles are good or beneficial to the teachers as well as the students.
C. Difficult Sentences:
1). We see ourselves as preparing kids for a way of life — by cultivating a comprehensive set of principles that can affect all kids. (Para. 2)
Meaning: We think our duty is to prepare students for a way of life — by teaching them a complete set of principles that can influence all students.
 see … as: consider sb. or sth. to be

2). Now, Joe Gauld is trying to spread his controversial Character First idea to public, inner-city schools willing to use the tax dollars spent on the traditional program for the new approach. (Para. 3)
Meaning: Now Joe Gauld is trying to spread his idea that character comes first —an idea that has caused much public discussion and disagreement — to inner-city public schools which used to spend the tax dollars on a traditional program but now are willing to spend the money on the new program.  
Note: Joe stands for Joseph. This is the so-called “pet name” — a name that is given to someone whom one specially likes or loves, used instead of that person’s real name. Other examples are Rick standing for Richard, Tom standing for Tommy, Bill standing for William, etc. 
3) The community feared the school would attract inner-city minority and troubled students. (Para. 4)  
Meaning: People in the neighborhood feared that the school would draw students from poor backgrounds and of other races than the white or students with problems.
inner city: the usually older, central part of a city, especially when characterized by crowded neighborhoods in which low-income, often minority groups predominate. Inner-city schools are usually believed to have a comparatively inferior education system. 旧城区学校(常被认为教育质量低劣)

— In China nowadays, as in the time of old days, there is still a great surge of patriotic feeling  among the young people.

Meaning: The subjects that the Hyde School offers are almost the same as those in conventional schools that get students academically ready for college, with all necessary subjects such as English, history, math and science.

Meaning: I came to this school, and they told me: ‘We like that spirit a little bit. But we don't like the negative part of it. We want to make that spirit positive.’

Sample

There are serious security problems in Brooklyn, New York. Not long ago a young lady was murdered at a time not too late in the evening. Twenty-eight-year-old Marissa Parry was returning home from her job at about 9 in the evening. She was walking the 100 feet distance from her parking lot to the entrance of her apartment. Suddenly a man attacked her from behind. He grabbed and stabbed her with a knife. Miss Parry struggled and screamed out for help. But no one came to her help. The man stabbed her again! Then the man got into his car and drove away. Miss Parry could no longer stagger to her feet again as she was lying just a few feet away from her apartment, dying. 

3. Reading Skill ---- Predicting an Author’s Ideas
One way to read effectively is to predict. Making predictions or anticipating the writer’s next point is an important skill in active reading. Although we may not be able to predict every detail and although a writer may surprise us with unexpected ideas, we can often anticipate the general direction the author is going.
Take the first two paragraphs of Passage A as an example:
Where Principles Come First

   The Hyde School operates on the principle that if you teach students the merit of such values as truth, courage, integrity, leadership, curiosity and concern, then academic achievement naturally follows. Hyde School founder Joseph Gauld claims success with the program at the $18000-a-year high school in Bath, Maine, which has received considerable publicity for its work with troubled youngsters.

“We don’t see ourselves as a school for a type of kid,” says Malcolm Gauld, Joseph’s son, who graduated from Hyde and is now headmaster. “We see ourselves as preparing kids for a way of life—by cultivating a comprehensive set of principles that can affect all kids.”
   Looking at the title of the passage, you are probably wondering “Where do principles come first?” This is actually prediction. After reading the first paragraph, you’ve got some basic information about the Hyde School. Yet, you are not satisfied with these. Your curiosity about the school is even made stronger by the phrase “which has received considerable publicity for its work with troubled youngsters.” “The school must be special in some way”, you wonder. “Is the author going to say something about this?” And the next paragraph will tell you something about the school’s special attitude to their students.
