From our discussions, different conclusions can be drawn as follows:
 1)   I don’t think so. As far as my insight into the problem is concerned, love is clothed not so much in money as in mind. As a real story proves, the mother, on her 65th birthday, received two gifts—an itch scratcher from her daughter at home and a parrot from her son abroad. The scratcher, though as cheap as one yuan, reminded her of the care and affection from her daughter whenever she used it whereas the bird, though as expensive as $ 200 in terms of money and clever enough to say something like “ I love you, mum” in English , brought her nothing but noise anytime it sang or spoke English. To sum up, it is the true love behind the gift and not the gift itself that matters most to gift giving.
2) There may be as many reasons for students to grow fonder of these foreign festivals, but, on the whole, three major factors should call for our concern. First, it is the nature of young people to seek for novelty and individuality, which our open-door policy has made possible. Second, celebrating foreign festivals is believed to be the best way of escaping from reality, in which most of the students are being subjected to all kinds of stress. And above everything else, it is a direct product of more and more exchanges between our cultures and Western cultures.
B. Background Information
1). Valentine’s Day
  Valentine was a priest in Rome at the time Christianity was a new religion. The Emperor at that time, Claudius II, ordered the Roman soldiers not to marry or become engaged. Claudius believed that as married men, his soldiers would want to stay home with their families rather than fight his wars. Valentine defied the Emperor’s decree and secretly married the young couples. He was eventually arrested, imprisoned, and put to death. 
Valentine was beheaded on February 14th, the eve of the Roman holiday Lupercalia (牧神节). After his death, Valentine was named a saint. As Rome became more Christian, the priests moved the spring holiday from the 15th of February to the 14th –– Valentine’s Day. 
2) The Andes Mountains 

   The Andes Mountains stretch over 5,500 miles from the southern tip of Argentina and Chile to the northern part of Columbia in South America. With many peaks and active volcanoes over 20,000 feet, including the highest peak Cerro Aconcagua (elevation 22,826, located on the Chile and Argentina border), this majestic region is second only to the Himalayas in size and average elevation.

Problem-solution pattern 解题法

The problem-solution pattern predominates in the passage. The 2nd and 3rd part in the passage are completely of this pattern.
3. Reading Skill-----Finding out word meanings
Authors write for a reason. Three common purposes of writing are: 
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 to inform----to provide readers with information about a topic
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 to persuade---to convince readers to believe a certain viewpoint or to take a certain course of action.
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 to entertain---to amuse readers in some way (although very often there’s some food for thought as well)

Reading effectively means recognizing the author’s purpose----which may not always be as easy as it sounds, especially when you are reading in a foreign language. Writers sometimes disguise their aims: A text that appears to be factual information may really be full of emotional appeals meant to persuade you of the writer’s point of view; or an apparently serious piece of persuasion may in fact be a humorous text intended mainly to amuse you. There are also times when the question of whether a writer is serious may depend largely on each reader’s individual philosophy.

III. Post-reading Activities
A. Summary of the text
The Valentine’s Day is a big day not only for the lovers, but also for the growers. Rose remains the most popular flower because love never goes out of style. To the traditional flower shops in the U.S., however, because of the appearance of discount rose shops, selling roses is no longer a beautiful experience. The discount rose shops create the desire for roses by attractive store displays. As the customers circulate among the counters, they stare at these beautiful arrangements in amazement. What’s more, they offer the customers high-quality roses with low prices, which makes the customers look as if they made a good bargain. Even on Valentine’s Day, when the prices of roses and delivery are soaring high, such shops also manage to hold their prices down.
